
Rules of Submission: 
l)   Artwork will be judged on four age levels: Level I (ages 3-7), Level II (ages 8-12), Level III (ages 13-17) and       		
    	 Level IV (ages 18 to adult). First, second and third place winners will be selected for each age level. 
2)  Photos of winning art pieces will appear on the library’s website and on bookmarks printed for distribution to our     	
   	  library patrons. An exhibit is also planned of winning and honorable mention entries. 
3)  Art must be submitted on sturdy material that can be hung in a gallery situation. Outside dimensions can be no       		
    	 greater than 12” x 18.”
4)  If three dimensional objects are used, they must be securely mounted on the background and cannot protrude more 	
	 than 3” from the background.
5)  For our purposes, natural materials like sticks, leaves, bones, etc. are not recycled items.
6)  Only one piece of art may be submitted per person.
7)  The art must be original and created by the person whose name appears on the entry form.
8)  Each entry must have the completed entry form attached to the back of the artwork. If you send a photo 	 		
	 electronically, you must include the information from the entry form in your email. The email address is:

9)  Library employees and their families are eligible.
